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What other words begin with A?   
 
Letter recognition is one of the most important 
early reading steps for preschoolers.  Tune into 
your child’s learning by focusing on the letter 
A this month.  Challenge your young child to 
point out every A-word he/she can find at the 
grocery store, on street signs, and in print.  
Create an A collage together (I SPY-style) 
using the stamps in Kid Pix software, and 
including as many “A”s as possible.  If you 
have fun with A, move onto to B and C next 
month.  Or follow your child’s preschool 
curriculum.  If you do not know what your 
child is learning in preschool, be sure to ask.
